THE MANOR - A Full Service Facility 
The Manor sleeps a total of 38 people using two floors.  Each floor can 
be reserved separately depending on the needs and size of your group.  
The second floor accommodates 14 people using five rooms, each 
containing twin beds with boxed springs and mattresses.  These are our 
most elegant and spacious rooms, designed with senior adults in mind.  
Three rooms accommodate two people, while two additional rooms 
accommodate four.  Two rooms have a private full bath; a third room has 
a private ¾ bath; two rooms share a ¾ bath.   
 

The third floor accommodates 24 people. The five bedrooms on this 
floor are ideal for youth and young adults.  Two rooms accommodate 
two people with twin beds.  Two additional rooms accommodate six 
people using three bunk beds, with an additional room accommodating 
eight people using four bunk beds.  There are three 3/4 baths.   
 
Linen and towel service is available for both floors for an additional fee. 
If you opt for the No Linen Service, your group must bring their own 
bedding and towels.  The beds at the Manor are Twin size. 
 

Unrelated groups reserving a single floor will be sharing the dining room 
at meal times.  General areas of The Manor's first floor are likewise 
shared by unrelated groups, and include the living room, the conference 
room, and the recreation room.  Either the living room or conference 
room can be reserved in advance for individual group use by phoning 
(814) 669-4212. 

 
 

SUMMER CAMP 
All the facilities at the Summer Camp are unheated.  The facilities at the 
Summer Camp are available from May 1 through October 15.  Groups of 
16 or more using the summer cabins will have their meals prepared for 
them by the camp's food service staff.  Groups of 15 or less will be 
charged for 16 meals, or they may opt to take their meals at area 
restaurants.  No groups are permitted to prepare their own meals using 
the camp's kitchen.   
In instances when a group actually uses fewer cabins than originally 

reserved, groups will be billed for the number of cabins reserved. 
The camp is comprised of eleven cabins, an infirmary, a staff house, a pavilion, and a public bathhouse 
for all guests staying in the cabins, and a screened-in dining area and kitchen. The eleven cabins have 
four bunk beds per cabin to sleep a total of eight people.   
 

INFIRMARY  has a complete kitchen, lounge, and two 3/4 baths.  The Infirmary sleeps a total of nine 
using two bedrooms: one contains a bunked and a single bed; the second 
room contains three bunk beds.  A group reserving the Infirmary will 
need to provide their own food and prepare their own meals; no meals 
will be prepared by the food service staff.  
 
 
 



FAMILY CAMPGROUND AND RECREATIONAL VEHICLE PARK 
There are 48 campsites. We have 38 equipped with water and electricity, 
and access to a dumping station and 10 sites with just water access for 
Tenting. A picnic pavilion is available for general use, unless reserved 
by a group.  For current rates call the Family Campground and RV Park 
office at Greene Hills, (814) 669-4000 and talk to the Manager or leave a 
message. All reservations for the campsites are made through the Family 
Campground and RV Park office at Greene Hills. 
 

 
THE CLIMBING WALL  

Located in the barn, the 600 square foot wall is an exciting and 
challenging tool that often promotes increased unity within a group. The 
wall is 24’ in height and 36’ in length and the skill level can be modified, 
as needed, by the Greene Hills staff. Helmets and other safety equipment 
are provided as part of the cost and our staff facilitator must lead this 
activity. Minimum group size is 4 and maximum is 16. A minimum of 2 
hours should be allowed for a useful program to occur. Because this 
activity is held in the barn weather is not usually a factor.  
 

 
GROUP INITIATIVES 

Greene Hills offers a variety of group initiatives led by a facilitator from 
our staff. Group initiatives are games and challenges that require a group 
to work together to achieve their goal or reach the solution to the 
problem they are faced with. Varying in physical intensity from 
moderate to strenuous, these activities allow hidden skills to surface, and 
help participants to see each individual as an important component of 
their team. Most of the initiatives can be performed in the barn so 
weather does not need to be a factor. There is a minimum of five 

participants and a maximum of 18 for these initiatives needed for this event.  
 

 
MEALS 
The food service staff prepares all meals, at the Manor and the Summer Camp. Guests staying in The 
Manor will eat their meals in the dining room.   Accommodations for the dining room are limited to 45 
persons.  Guests will be invited into the dining room after the meal has been placed on the tables.  
Groups staying in The Manor will be able to choose from a choice of menus.  The selection of menus 
will be mailed to the groups a month prior to their scheduled event.    
 

Meals served at the Summer Camp can be family style or buffet. Guests at the Summer Camp will set 
their own tables, serve the food (if family style), clear and wipe clean their own tables.  Meals will be 
eaten at the screened-in dining area.  Groups staying in the Summer Camp will have meals prepared 
from a standard menu, and do not have the option of choosing from a choice of menus.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



SWIMMING POOL POLICY 
When a Life Guard is employed by the camp and is on duty, groups 
wishing to use the swimming pool may need to share the pool with other 
persons using the camp facilities.  No one group can reserve the pool to 
the exclusion of others. If the camp does not employ a Lifeguard at the 
time of your reservation, and you wish to use the swimming pool, you 
will need to provide your own Lifeguard who is currently certified 
American Red Cross Lifeguard Training-Pool (or the equivalent). In 
addition your lifeguard will need to be certified in American Red Cross 

CPR for the Professional Rescuer (or American Heart Association equivalent). Your Lifeguard will 
need to present his/her certification cards to the Site Director prior to anyone entering the swimming 
pool area. In such instances, your group may have exclusive use of the pool. You will also need to 
provide an additional adult observer per ten (10) swimmers.  
 

PET POLICY 
No pets are permitted in any of the buildings, and must be on a leash at all times.  Owners will be held 
responsible for the behavior of their pets.  Greene Hills staff will not be responsible for cleaning up 
after your pets.
